
We are fortunate to have the Nickel Plate Trail (a linear recreational trail) in our 

community but we are also surrounded by several other great trails and 

greenways that are worth the trip. Consider the 

Panhandle Pathway, which is a 21 mile paved trail from Kenneth, 

Indiana (approximately 1 mile west of France Park), passing 

through the towns of Star City, Thornhope, Royal Center, and 

ending in Winamac. Visit their website at 

www.panhandlepathway.org and join them for their upcoming ride 

this month. Also there is the Cardinal Greenway, a 27 mile paved greenway from 

Marion to Richmond. There are several trail heads and their website is loaded with 

information – www.cardinalgreenways.org. Don’t forget the Rivergreenway Trail in 

Fort Wayne and New Haven. It is a 24 mile linear park along the banks of the St. Marys, 

St. Joseph and Maumee Rivers. Visit them at www.fortwayneparks.com. There are over 

100 paved trails and greenways in Indiana with two organizations that help support them: 

Hoosier Rails to Trails Council and The Greenways Foundation. For more information,

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SHARE THE TRAIL 
Obey all trail signs and rules. 
Use no more than half the trial; do not block the flow of 
other users. 
Shared courtesies mean shared enjoyment for all. 

BE PREDICITABLE 
Travel in a consistent and predictable manner. 

BE COURTEUOUS 
If you stop, get off the trail. Always allow other users to pass on the left. 

LEAVE NO TRACE 
Keep trail clean. Remember that if you pack it in, you should pack it out. If you see 
trash, please pick it up. 

BE RESPECTFUL 
Do not trespass on private property. 

YIELD TO OTHERS 
Cyclists must yield to all other trail users. Warn trail users as you approach from 
behind, for example òon your leftó or with a bell.

Safety & Etiquette Tips for Riding on Paved Trails/Greenways 

Indiana’s Paved Trails & Greenways 
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Your bike, rack, and vehicle must fit properly in order to work safely. There are many types 

of bike racks such as roof racks, hitch racks, trunk racks, and other specialty bike racks. 

Before purchasing a bike rack for your vehicle, let’s consider a few important factors. 

How often will you use the bike rack? How far will you be traveling? 

How many bicycles will need to be transported? 

How high can you lift your bicycle by yourself and/or hold it in one position with 

one hand? 

Does your vehicle have a rear-mounted spare tire, hitch, or roof mounted utility 

rack? 

Strap-On Trunk Mounted Carrier 

Straps attach to the car’s trunk, hatchback, or rear bumper, can accommodate up to 3 bikes, 

can be stored easily when not in use, greater chance of damaging the vehicle, straps can be 

cut - compromising the security, may block driver’s view, least expensive option. 

Roof-Mounted Carrier 

Bike rack attaches to an existing roof rack and crossbars, lockable mounting, increases wind 

resistance, difficult to lift bike onto taller vehicle, cannot park vehicle in garage or go 

through drive-through, moderately to expensive priced option. 

Hitch-Mounted Carrier 

Comes in a variety of sizes in order to match the class of hitch on the vehicle, 

accommodates up to 5 bikes, easy to install, less chance of damage to your vehicle, 

moderately to expensive priced option. 

We recommend Saris, Hollywood, and Yakima brands depending on your needs. Please ask 

us what would work best for your vehicle and bike. We are happy to help!
